How can this be used?
1. As a prompt for discussion with groups of pupils.
2. In a staff meeting/inset on Catholic life seeking a consensus of where the school is

3. Note that it is about pupils not staff, about outcomes not provision.

4. The judgement of how strongly pupils benefit from Catholic life is less important that the evidence of how the benefit or the extent to which they benefit.

5. It may be used as a guide to worship and assemblies or to cross-curricular themes.

6. Some items may need some logging by teachers especially no.13 on questions of meaning and purpose.

7. Some will be more appropriate at certain times in the year e.g. no. 9 during Lent or other periods when charitable work is being explored and undertaken.
