Prayer Focus





During this second period of Ordinary Time, the prayer area would be covered in a green cloth.  


The following items could also be displayed:





• The school Mission statement which expresses how the community lives out its shared experience of Jesus Christ 


• Images of Our Lady for her birthday (9th September) 


• Objects of creation and offerings for the harvest festival could be added during the harvest celebrations.


• In the month of October, images of the Mysteries of the Rosary and Rosary beads.





Adoremus





To commemorate Adoremus, the National Eucharistic Pilgrimage and Congress which took place in Liverpool 7-9 September which focused on the response to the call to rediscover the beauty of praying before the Blessed Sacrament, a class project could be for children to create a Monstrance or tabernacle.  


A Monstrance is the vessel used to contain the Blessed Sacrament so that it can be seen during prayer.  It is made from precious metal and is usually ornate in design because it contains the precious consecrated host. 


The word monstrance comes from the Latin word which means ‘to display’ or ‘to show’, and from which we have words like ‘demonstrate’.  The centre of the monstrance, called the luna, is made from glass and is removable so that the host, whilst being protected and visible can also be returned to the tabernacle without being touched.  These too could be displayed in the class prayer area.
